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Abstract

This research article aims to examines (1) the level of emotional intelligence of school administrators at
opportunity expansion schools under the Prachuapkhirikhan Primary Educational Service Area Office 2;
investigates (2) the level of burnout of teachers at opportunity expansion schools under study; and studies (3) the
relationship between emotional intelligence of school administrators and burnout of teachers at opportunity
expansion schools under investigation. The quantitative research approach was employed. The samples used in
the research were 203 teachers at opportunity expansion schools under the Prachuapkhirikhan Primary
Educational Service Area Office 2 in the academic year 2025. The research instrument was a 5-point rating scale
questionnaire with the Item-Objective Congruence between 0.60-1.00 and reliability of the questionnaire in
question stood at 0.93. The statistics used in data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient. Findings are as follows: (1) The emotional
intelligence of school administrators at opportunity expansion schools under the Prachuapkhirikhan Primary
Educational Service Area Office 2 overall and for all aspects were expressed at a high level, ranked from highest
to lowest mean as follows: understanding the feelings of others, self-awareness of emotions, self-motivation,
self-control of emotions, and social skills. (2) The burnout of teachers at opportunity expansion schools under
study was at a moderate level overall, and in each aspect it was at a moderate and low level, with the mean
values in descending order as follows: emotional exhaustion, devaluation of self, and personal failure. (3) The
relationship between the emotional intelligence of school administrators had a completely negative relationship
with the burnout of teachers at extended opportunity schools under investigation, overall and for all aspects, at a

statistically significant level of .01.
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
