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Abstract

The objectives of this research are 1) to study the perceptions and attitudes of academic
corruption in citizens of university students in Bangkok. 2) To compare students' perceptions
and attitudes of corruption according to different personal factors and 3) to study the
relationship between their perceived level, experience, readiness or self- protection, and
students' attitudes toward corruption. Mixed research method is used, between quantitative
research and qualitative research by using questionnaires to collect 400 data and focus group
discussions of 20 people on the issues of promoting morality in citizenship anti- corruption of
students of universities in Bangkok. The results show that 1) University students in Bangkok has
high levels of awareness and awareness of corruption in government projects (Mean = 3.99)
and moderate attitudes toward corruption (Mean = 3.37). 2) There are differences in perceptions
and attitudes towards corruption among students according to different personal factors. 3)
There is a positive correlation between the level of corruption perception and corruption
tolerance, attitude towards corruption and experiences that have been encountered about
corruption. There is a correlation between perception of fraud and acceptance of fraud. It is
concluded that students with less corruption tolerance and less awareness of corruption tended

to have higher corruption attitudes.
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
