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ABSTRACT
This study aimed to investigate the levels of adaptability, critical thinking, and problem-

solving among undergraduate students in the Faculty of Education at Ramkhamhaeng University,
as well as to examine the relationships between adaptability and critical thinking in relation to
problem-solving. The sample consisted of 2,693 undergraduate students enrolled in the summer
semester of the 2024 academic year at Ramkhamhaeng University (central campus), selected
through random sampling using the G*POWER program. The research instruments were
questionnaires covering four parts: personal information, problem-solving, critical thinking, and
adaptability. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and

Pearson’s correlation coefficient. The findings revealed that the students’ overall problem-solving
ability was at a high level X = 3.15, SD = 0.39). When considering each dimension, all were also at
high levels. Critical thinking was found to be at a high overall level (X = 3.15, SD = 0.49), with each

dimension likewise rated at a high level. Adaptability was also at a high overall level X = 3.12,5SD
= 0.46), with all dimensions rated as high.
